Kinneil Tip Restoration – Ian gave an update on progress.  The planning 
application is to be revised substantially before being considered by the 
Council’s Development Management officers.

John Muir Way Festival – The following projects are proposed to mark the 
opening of the John Muir Way in Bo’ness:


School Art Mail – Schools in Bo’ness and N America make contact and 
exchange postcards designed by the pupils.

Lanterns & Beer – Lanterns are made and carried during an evening walk
from Boundary Street to the Corbie Inn.  C Inn hoping to name a beer 
with a John Muir theme which will be launched that evening and robustly 
tested by those attending.


John Muir Express – Coaches available on 2 trains on Saturday 17th May for 
JMW event.  Tickets free and include trip from Bo’ness to Manuel Junction, 
back to Kinneil for nature exploration event on the foreshore, then back to 
Bo’ness.  Will include Big Beard Event where found objects stuck to a fake 
beard.

Producers Market – As part of the Victorian Street Fair.  Local goods 
promoted.  Space for local community groups to publicise what they do. To 
include a treasure hunt for children.  

Geocache – A trail of geocaches to be located along the foreshore and into 
Kinneil Estate.  Stuart outlined the basic requirements.  Ian and Stuart to work 
up details.

Music – It is hoped to arrange for musicians to play during the street fair and 
as part of the John Muir events.

Leave Only Footprints – Done in local schools that wish to participate.  
Children draw footprints on a banner to symbolise the idea of ‘leaving only 
footprints’ and that John Muir walked a lot.

Blackness and Carriden Churches – Wish to become involved.  Proposals to 
be agreed.
